Is your 1-20 about to expire?
It is the responsibility of all international
students to keep their 1-20 up to date.
Please take a look at item number 5 on
your 1-20 where it states "to complete

studies not later than " and be
sure your |-20 will not be expiring at
the end of the current term. If your 1-20
is set to expire at the end of the semes-
ter, you need to contact your academic
advisor and have him or her send a
memo to the international student advi-
sor requesting additional time to com-
plete your program. Once the exten-
sion is granted, the international student
advisor will extend your 1-20. You must
request an extension BEFORE the 1-20
expires!

Are you international and want to work after graduation?

You can apply for Optional Practical Training (OPT). This allows
you to work anywhere in the US and gain experience in your field.
You can apply for authorization up to 90 days before graduation
and up to 60 days from the completion of your degree.

All work authorization applications must go through the NSU Of-
fice of International Programs. Contact Yen Dang in the OIP for
assistance, or email her at dangy@nsuok.edu.
