Monday, August 13" and Tuesday, August 14™...the Monday and Tuesday prior to the start of the fall semester.

e The Peer Instructor will attend and team teach the class meetings of the University Strategies class, which meets twice a week
for 50 minutes during the entire fall semester.

e  The Peer Instructor will assist in the overall facilitation of the course, co-lead the group discussions, monitor the attendance
of the students, and respond to student inquiries in the orientation program. You will receive support from an in-class faculty
or staff mentor.
