 Request Transcript Online - Go to www.irs.gov, under “Get Your Tax Record”, select  "Request Online".  Make sure to
request your Tax Return Transcript and NOT the Account Transcript.

 Automated Telephone Request 1-800-908-9946.  Request your Tax Return Transcript
 Paper Request Form - Go to www.irs.gov.  Enter 4506-T in search box.  Print the form, fill out completely and submit

directly to the IRS (requested transcript will be mailed to the filing address of record with the IRS).

Section C. High School Completion Status

If the student is unable to obtain the documentation listed above, he or she must contact the financial aid office.
